For the following problems you must give the proper definition of each of the five answers AND then explain which of the choices is correct and provide justification for why it is correct.

Example:

1.  Cognitive: a branch of psychology that attributes actions and mental processing to the mental functions of the brain (including speech, problem solving, memory, thought)

Behavioral: a branch of psychology that views human behavior through objective, measureable responses that have been learned by an organism.  Focus is on operant conditioning, classical conditioning, and observational learning.

Biomedical:  A branch of psychology that attributes actions and mental processing to biological processes of the body.  Focus is on nervous system and other systems of the body and how they enable thought/actions.

Sociological: a branch of psychology that view human behavior and thought to social-cultural influences and inclusion or desires to be included in various social groups.  It focuses on the power and influence of the situation and/or traditions that a social group may have.

Psychoanalytic: a Freudian branch of psychology that attributes conscious thought and behavior to manifestations of unconscious needs, wants, desires and motives.

**The correct answer is “C” or “Biomedical” because the question highlights “genetic anomalies or to problems in the physical structure of the brain”.  This would fit best with the biomedical model above as it is the only model that focuses on the biological processes and structures of the body.
